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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
Besides a few English errors (fragments, missing or incorrect articles, etc.), this thesis is extraordinarily good both in terms of research and English proficiency. That said, the thesis deals largely in hypotheticals and intangibles, giving the reader the feeling that it was easy for the author to manipulate the data to support the viability of the emerging company. In short, the thesis comes off as a bit too optimistic.


	Questions to be answered by student:

Craigslist was recently sued for bringing people together with negative consequences. Have you considered the legal liabilities, if any, of IC, and what steps would you take to protect IC from said liabilities?  More specifically, how would you prevent sexual predators from using the IC site, or how would you prevent members from using the site to arrange activities of illegal or questionable nature? Would it be OK for swingers to use IC to arrange meetings?
IC is for international couples, and you point out quite optimistically that new international couples are constantly being formed (40). However, what you fail to note is that existing couples are constantly breaking up. In fact, while normal couples have a low success rate, international couples fare worse. What happens to the IC account if a couple breaks up? Would you allow single members, and if not, how would you prove that the couples are for real and are providing real information?
Globally, there is a multitude of social networking sites specifically tailored to foreigners (expats.cz). Why would someone choose your site over these pre-existing sites, especially since much of the information garnered from these sites would be the same? Doesn’t having a site for international couples, as opposed to simply foreigners, create an extra degree of complication? If not, then why not?
 You state that the site will be in English, but that in the future other languages, such as French, German and Russian, will be added.  Using only English greatly limits the market, while using multiple languages will segment it. For this reason, why not start small, create IC for simply one country (international-couples.cz) and then incorporate more countries later on? After all, if you think too big, might not you alienate everyone?
