By attempting to incorporate both domestic and foreign policy, the author bit off more than she could chew and failed to do either aspect justice. The narrative, albeit spread thin, is acceptable, but there is no thesis statement and only a very weak conclusion. As such, the reader is given lots of information but is left wondering what to do with it all. One fact, however, is clear: the author is exceedingly biased against George W. Bush but seems more than willing to give Barrack Obama the benefit of the doubt. Concerning domestic policy, the author’s argument is not balanced and relies too heavily on opinions of Democrats and representatives of the ACLU. Concerning foreign policy, statements such as “absolutely wrong” (21) and “none of the promises have been kept; none of the goals have been achieved” (31) serve as evidence of bias and should have at least been qualified. Furthermore, the author states that Bush “started being compared to Saddam Hussein” (39) but fails to give supporting evidence for this disparaging assertion. Finally, in dealing with the justifications for the Iraq War, the author relies on hindsight and judges the Bush administration accordingly (35), ignoring the fact that in 2002 there was evidence (the testimony of “Curveball” or Mohamed Atta’s reported meeting in Prague with Iraqi officials), later proven false, that implicated Iraq in supporting terrorist activities.
