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For the most part, this is a bachelor’s thesis of high quality, and the author should be proud of her accomplishment. That said, the connection between Emmett Till and the failures of segregation is tenuous. The thesis is repetitive at times (26). The section on the Wrights (37) is confusing and should have been dealt with differently. The section on the NAACP disrupts the overall flow of the thesis. And although there are English and proofreading errors to a small degree throughout the text (9, 14, 16, 20, 21, 44), the quality of English drops dramatically from pages 33-40, suggesting a lack of proofreading of this section. However, these faults, although a distraction, do not compromise the overall quality of the work.

I did not identify any plagiarism in this work.

Why do you think this idea has found support not only from some teachers and school administrators but also from some Roma parents? If you were a parent, would you want your child to share a classroom with Roma children? Why or why not? List the pros and cons of Roma school segregation and suggest a course of action. 
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
