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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
The thesis is well researched and formatted, and it demonstrates a high degree of English proficiency.  Unfortunately, the thesis statement, if you can call it that, is cryptic at best: “It was time for Turkey to choose a side.” (8) Furthermore, the author often seems to get bogged down in the details, especially in dealing with the “notes” being passed back and forth between Turkey, Russia, England and the U.S.A. There are some proofreading issues (23, 27, 28, 30), and despite the title, which would seem to deal with 1945-1989, this thesis focuses on 1939-1952.
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Based on your research and background, what do you think of Turkey’s decision to side steadfastly with the west? How do you feel about the Kennedy Administration’s decision to use Turkey as a sacrificial pawn during the Cuban Missile Crisis? What was Turkey’s reaction to U.S. involvement in the Middle East towards the end of the Cold War? 
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
