„Decision-Making Process and Risk Analysis of Agricultural Market Economy in Turkey: A Case Study from Kalecik Region Wine Producers

  

Doctoral candidate Onur Köprülü, M.Sc. has decided in his doctoral thesis to contribute to the solution of problems of managerial decision making in wine industry in Turkey. Topic of the thesis is very actual and offered a potential for an interesting doctoral thesis.  

The thesis is relatively short, containing 80 pages of written text. It is divided into 8 chapters. After introduction into history of wine production in world and its position in Turkish economy author did a literature review, where he concentrated on former studies concerning Kalecik district, on works about decision making, risk analysis generally and applied for agriculture, on application of multinominal logistic regression, and on recent trends in wine research. 

The objective of the thesis to determine disparities among Kalecik wine producers through their decision making process is accompanied by relevant hypothesis.  

Main methodology of the thesis is the use of multinomial logit model. This method is corresponding for evaluation of factors affecting decision-making in agriculture. As a major method for gathering data from the research area was used survey applied to 213 wine producers on Kalecik district.

In fifth part author is dealing with conceptual framework and general overview of wine industry in world and in following part with trends in wine industry in Turkey. Shortage of this description is the fact, that author did not use even basic statistical methods, even if use of these methods would be very beneficial for description of existing tendencies and trends in world and in Turkish wine industries. 
In seventh chapter is done empirical application, depicting multinominal regression, are identified factors affecting decision making process in agriculture and specified dependent and independent variables. Final part of this chapter contains results and discussion. 
There is certain number of formal mistakes and shortages in submitted thesis. Sometimes there are tables without units of measure.  There are some grammatical mistakes.
During the defence of doctoral thesis author should answer following questions.

· What differences between perceptions of risk when implementing new technologies are considered, respectively supposed by the author of the thesis between wine producers, other agricultural producers and industrial producers in Turkey?
· For description of Turkish wine industry are used rather old data. Sometimes are used time series terminating in 2008, sometimes in 2007 or 2006. Latest disposable data about sales of wine in Turkey are from 2002. There are not any up to date data available?
· What are concrete author’s proposals for Turkish agricultural policy makers to change existing agricultural policy, based on results of his thesis?
· What is the idea of the author about possible use of the knowledge of feedback of farmers for agricultural innovations for choosing most appropriate regions for wine tourism, as it is stated at his thesis? What factors may be considered as the most important ones for development of wine tourism?
There are formal mistakes in the thesis, sometimes are used incorrect notions (for example immigration instead of migration). 
I would like to emphasise, that submitted work brings both theoretical and practical contributions. Dissertation also opens new questions for further research. The thesis fulfilled its objectives.

Based on presented facts I may state, that submitted dissertation fulfils all legally required criteria for this kind of work. I recommend this doctoral thesis for defence by the author. After successful defence I suggest to degree Onur Köprülü, M.Sc. Philosophy Doctor, in abbreviation Ph.D.
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
