Too many quotes and block quotes.

Sources used are too few, and some are missing from the bibliography, e.g., Seth and Prindle.

The English decreases markedly in quality after page 20. 
Plagiarism was not found in this work.


	Otázky k obhajobě:

Taking into account the United States-Korea Treaty of 1882 (not mentioned in the thesis) that promised friendship and mutual assistance in case of attack, is it not just as possible to blame the U.S. for the Korean War in the sense that the U.S. seemingly sold Korea out to the Japanese in the 1905 Taft-Katsura Agreement? 

Ignoring Japan’s role in the conflict, what were the other origins of the Korean War? 
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
