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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
The presented thesis is clearly divided into theoretical and practical part. In the theoretical part the author defines proverbs, their origin and stylistic devices widely appearing in them, all the descriptions being based on a wide range of theoretical sources. The description of individual stylistic devices could be more detailed.
The practical part analyses sixty English proverbs and their Czech counterparts. The introduction to the practical part defines the aims of the analysis clearly. The follow-up analysis of the of the selected English proverbs concentrates on the use of figures of speech, rhythm, alliteration, assonance and consonance and compares semantics of the English proverbs with their Czech equivalents. Some specifications of stylistic devices are rather ambiguous and not fully correct. Also explanations of meanings of some proverbs analysed are not very good, especially in the cases where the author uses only his own imagination and seems to base the meanings only on the Czech translation. The analysis of the Czech counterparts is rather “surface” and brief.

What I appreciate is that the author chose proverbs which are not so common, thus extending the reader´s knowledge of this segment of the English language. Also language of the thesis is very good. Chapter 10, Conclusion of the Analysed Proverbs and their Characteristics is very brief, as well as final Conclusion to the thesis.

I recommend the thesis for the defence and mark it as “Good” (C).

1. What is the future of proverbs in your opinion?
2. On p. 12 you state that many proverbs are related to weather and are called “pranostiky” in Czech. Do such proverbs also appear in English? If yes are they used in the same/similar way  and are they popular among native speakers of English?
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
