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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
Well researched, well written, and well argued, and twice the length of the average bachelor’s thesis. That said, chapter one could have been considerable condensed, and some information in the thesis, although interesting, does not forward the argument.
The introduction is about U.B. and Kyjov, but the conclusion mentions only U.B. Somehow Kyjov was lost in the mix. Indeed, most of the thesis seems to be about U.B., suggesting that the thesis might be mistitled.
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You document a “deeply imbedded” anti-Semitism in Slovácko. In your opinion, does it still exist? If not, why not? If so, what, if anything, is to be done?
Your conclusion suggests that educating local children about the Holocaust will help ensure that it does not happen again. What is your stance on reparations? Should Czech collaborators or their descendants pay punitive damages, even seventy years later?
