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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
In pages 8-17, the English is above average, but for the rest of the thesis, it is below average. 
The author seems to fall in love with facts. As a result, much information (e.g., Section 2.7) contained in the thesis, although interesting, does not forward the argument.

In hindsight, the author should have followed historian Kenneth Jackson’s lead and confined his study to the period 1915-1930, because, as this thesis suggests, by the 1930s, the Second KKK was a fringe organization with few members and little influence.
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Characterize the Progressive Era and explain how the Second Klan was a Progressive Era response.
One of the sources you used was Kenneth Jackson’s The Ku Klux Klan in the City, 1915-1930. What was the Second Klan’s relationship to the city?
On page 30, you state that the Second Klan made widespread use of “fear and intimidation,” yet on page 34, you suggest that the Second Klan was not a terrorist organization. Defend this suggestion. 
Over all, would you evaluate the Second Klan positively or negatively? Defend your answer.
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
