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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):

Guilty of repeated overgeneralizations and stereotyping: “Kurt Cobain was their hero” (12); “Generation X men . . . grew up fatherless” (23). Where is the statistical evidence supporting these assertions? 
Assumes a crisis of masculinity but offers no real evidence to prove it.

Factual error: “people can be either Democrats or Liberals, nothing in between.” (13)

On page 11, you state that GenXers were born between the mid-60s and early 80s. On page 16, you state that Palahniuk is a GenX author, but he was born in 1962. Most scholars define Baby Boomers as being born between 1946 and 1964. You, however, place them between 1943 and 1960 (11). By either of these definitions, Palahniuk is either a baby boomer or nothing, but he is not GenX.

The thesis contains only 3.5 pages (38-41) on Fight Club, which is the main title of the thesis.
I respect your effort, but you simply tried to do too much. Just defining Generation X would have been a thesis, let alone providing a biography of Palahniuk, defining Transgressive Fiction, providing a history of the development of modern American masculinity, and relating it all to Fight Club. You have the makings of 4 theses here, not 1.

	Questions to be answered by student:
Does this so-called “crisis of modern masculinity” (10) span race, ethnicity and class, or is it just a white, middle-class, male issue?
How exactly are Palahniuk’s works similar to those of Poe or Fitzgerald? (21)

In your opinion, is Obama, born just 6 months before Chuck Palahniuk, a Baby Boomer or GenXer? What is Generation Jones? Could Obama and Palahniuk be Jonesers? If so, how does this influence your results?
On page 22, you classify Transgressive Fiction is an American literary movement that lasted from the 1950s until 9/11, but several of the defining works you mention are British. Explain. If TF crossed the pond, could it be characterized the same in both places? 
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
