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	Odůvodnění hodnocení práce:

This is a well-written thesis with especially thorough work with sources. It tries to present and analyze a complex issue of the success of Brexit with detailed insights into various factors. It also marginally tries to outline the possible consequences of this major decision. However, it does not attempt at claiming which predictions might be realistic.
Some claims the thesis makes are, in my opinion, rather contradictory and insufficiently explained, and would need much deeper analysis to be validated (e.g., on p. 31, Chapter 2.4.1.2, where education is claimed to be closely connected to income, but what follows is a chapter which claims that income did not substantially influence decision-making; or that the poorest part of the UK, Wales, and the richest part, England, voted Leave while Scotland and Northern Ireland both voted Remain). Despite these question marks I find this thesis to be a very good piece of work.
