Overall thesis assessment and questions for the defence:
(Both the Master’s thesis supervisor and reviewer present their questions.)

The thesis deals with establishment of new anticafe in Zlín. I appreciate this unique idea of a new concept. Chapter Objectives and methods (p.13) does not offer a clear usage of methods at the beginning. The structure of the whole thesis is not very clear as it is not divided explicitly into theoretical and practical part. Better said, in theoretical part, there appears few pages without any citations or paraphrasing. Second chapter (p.18) starts with own thoughts of the author containing no literature sources, the same we can observe on page 43. Sometimes, different formatting of the text is used (e.g. p.35, 37, 43 etc.). In English thesis, we find also Czech description of table (p.53). The practical, financial analysis part is very detailed and can serve as a real basis for the start-up. However, I miss some information such as e.g. whether you will take loan, what are your sources of capital etc. (balance sheet could be a good option to consider).

2. On page 88, you have calculated sales regarding the fact that all the seats will be occupied. What about a pessimistic variant of calculation? 
3. Why you consider tax 22% in your income statement (p. 90)? What kind of tax is it?
