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· Your thesis delivers striking statistical data about poor language skills and even poorer personal experience of life in an English-speaking country of Philology students at our faculty. Language anxiety does not seem to be such a problem – so what is? How to make students travel more and speak better English?
· The major stressor for your subjects is communication with a native speaker, but most students only have experience with dr. Bell, their teacher. How do you distinguish the stressor as a native speaker vs. that as a specific person (i.e., dr. Bell stresses me out because he is a native speaker vs. dr. Bell stresses me out because he is strict)?
· Did you distribute your questionnaire in English or in Czech?
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
