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	Odůvodnění hodnocení práce:

In the first part of the thesis the author provides an in-depth description and explanation of the key terms and areas connected with racism in general and in the USA itself – racial division, scientific racism, Social Darwinism and its most radical form Eugenics; her description and explanations are based on a wide range or relevant sources, especially scientific articles, published on these topics. The roots and development of anti-immigration policy of the USA between 1880-1940 and the US anti-immigrant approach on one side and the immigrants´ disappointment, and hopelessness on the other side are depicted in a very detailed way as well.
The second part provides a deep insight into Aleš Hrdlička´s life, his theories and studies on the origin of mankind, on native Indians and racial distinctions between Euro-Americans and Indians, which brought him a wide recognition in the anthropological community of that time. The author also focuses on his role in defending European immigrants in the USA, namely Czech immigrants´ position as respectable citizens and educated people. As the title of the thesis is “Aleš Hrdlička and the American Racial Hierarchy”, the part on Aleš Hrdlička should be more extended.
The work is unique as far as the topic is concerned and the ideas and materials the author managed to put together on this. The author bases her research and description on a wide range of sources; what I miss, as far as the analysis is concerned, are the author´s own ideas or opinions upon the topic (all the paragraphs of the work are based on literature). 
The language of the thesis is very sophisticated, the work reads very well and is very informative. Some minor grammatical mistakes appear in the work (subject/verb agreement..).

1. By the Immigration Act of 1924, immigration from the East and South of Europe was cut sharply, immigration from East Asia stopped. The result of this was a huge influx of Hispanic catholic population to the USA, which became the fastest growing minority in the USA. What was the approach of „Old Americans“ to this minority in the USA at that time and later as well?
2. Are the ideas and contributions of Aleš Hrdlička known in the Czech Republic/worldwide today (in the professional community/among the wide public)?
