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	Odůvodnění hodnocení práce:

The theme of the bachelor thesis is not very original, yet the thesis does fulfill its goals in an acceptable way: it outlines the features of Victorian society (though in a somewhat simplified and stereotypical way) and then looks at how these features are manifested in Hardy's novels.

The author relies heavily on older sources, e.g., Bissett (1939), Bredvold (1963), Carpenter (1976), Cox (1979), Ferguson (1960), Fletcher (1919), Holland (1966), Schütze (1903), etc., etc. The author seems to take secondary sources at their face value and incorporates them in her text without the necessary comments. This becomes suspicious especially when she includes sources in which a strong ideological bias might be expected, e.g., an afterword to the Czech edition of Jude the Obscure (1963), or even a history of England by the Marxist historian A. L. Morton published in Czech in 1950.

I recommend the theses for defense.
