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Presented dissertation thesis deals with effect of specific hydrocolloids 
and hydrocolloid blends on gluten-free bread quality.
The doctoral student processed submitted dissertation thesis first in the form 
of full-time study and then in combined study (since 2015). She started her doctoral study 
in the academic year 2010/2011, passed the exams set by the Study program during the years 2011 and 2012. She did the State doctoral exam with evaluation – passed – 20th of June 2012.
From February 2013 she disrupted doctoral study and in December the same year took the first parental leave and since 2016 the second parental leave.


The doctoral student fully participated in all experiments, including chemical analyses and statistical evaluation of achieved results.


She published the results of experiments as the head of the authors’ collective 
in 6 papers listed in the SCOPUS databases, then as a co-author of 2 scientific papers registered in WOS. She is the author of 6 contributions (3 times as a head of the authors’ collective) in conference proceedings in the world language.
Ing. Petra Dvořáková showed independence during all her doctoral study.
Based on the facts mentioned above, I can state that Ing. Petra Dvořáková is capable 
of independent scientific work thus I recommend submitted dissertation thesis for defence procedure and after successful defence grant the title Ph.D.
