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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):

The author repeatedly describes 9/11 (10, 20, 37) without once recognizing the attack on the Pentagon in Washington D.C. 
There are no citations in the entire Theory section (chapters 1-3), and no citations in chapter 4, on Berry, or chapter 6. The only citations are in chapter 5, on Kalfus, and there are only ten of them. All ten footnotes cite quotes. The author clearly believes that he only has to cite when he quotes, but this is untrue. Every time you get information from a source, you must cite the source!
What are the author’s sources for facts mentioned in the thesis, e.g., that the Vietnam Memorial is 250 feet long and contains 58,000 names (18), biographical information on Wendell Berry (24), that Berry had a trip scheduled to San Francisco after 9/11 (25), that there are 2,983 names engraved on the national 9/11 memorial (37), etc.?
On pages 26-27, the author gives an example from Berry, including a quote, but doesn’t cite the source of the information.

If “Berry points out” (28) something, you must cite exactly where he points it out.

9/11 was NOT “the beginning of terrorism” (19). What about, for instance, Pan Am flight 103, or the Oklahoma City bombing, both of which you learned about in American studies?

The conclusion that “literature helps people” (39) is unsupported by the evidence.
The bibliography is too short, incorrectly formatted, and contains 9 sources not cited in the thesis.

This thesis is unintentional plagiarism and can therefore be nothing other than an F.


	Questions to be answered by student:

Why did you not cite your sources?
Why did you quote Kalfus ten times but not quote Berry once?
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
