	Odůvodnění hodnocení práce:

The thesis in its present form is marred by several major shortcomings. First of all, it is its over-reliance on substandard non-academic online source, evident also in the bibliography (the author introduces the key term of the thesis, identity, primarily with the help of a webpage on Psychology Today, pp. 15–16). Another problem is the structure of the thesis, which is not quite clear and is rather repetitive. This is at times a stylistic issue (“She also wanted to free herself from the pressure of Fenna, her dragon friend. The dragon, Fenna, is ...”, p. 22), but more often than not the same idea appears at diverse places throughout the theses and distracts the reader from the author’s observations on the novel.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Speaking about the dragon, the author is not able to formulate clearly what influence it has on the novel in terms of the genre (“At the same time, the magical element is represented by Maggie’s imaginary dragon friend named Fenna. This mystical element pushes the story to the edge of science fiction.” p. 25), which is actually an interesting question, considering Maitland’s literary influences. Overall, the thesis would benefit from substantial editing (see, e.g., p. 13, par. 1 – who is “she”?). In spite the shortcomings, I recommend the thesis for defense.
