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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):

Strengths:
· The topic itself is rather interesting, especially regarding the trends in current pop culture and music in particular. 

Weaknesses: 

· The text requires better proofreading. Some parts of the text lack coherence. Certain ideas are repeated, while others are not logically connected. For example, first we learn that Saussure, Bakhtin and others dealt with intertextuality, and later in the text (p. 11) that they dealt with “concepts that were similar to intertextuality”. 
· Some statements are confusing or somewhat awkward: e.g., “Many artists argue that no work has existed before… Barthes’ theory is a theoretical construct which is interesting but is inapplicable in everyday reality as most of the artists protect their work with copyright… Saussure’s, Bakhtin’s, or Kristeva’s theories are very inspiring but on the other hand they are too complex for practical application” (p. 12). Statements like these show that the student requires more analytical rather than naïve approach to the subject matter of the thesis. 
· I did not quite understand from Chapter 4 whether the analysis belongs to the student or to the website Genius as stated on p. 25: “One of the important sources that I used for my analysis is the website Genius which … is a site where intertextuality is heavily discussed.” Since the intertextuality of the band’s lyrics, music and videos is so heavily discussed on the website, and the quotes used by the student are sometimes quite long (e.g., p. 28), the topicality and independence of the paper becomes questionable. 
· Though bibliographical references include some solid sources, such as Kristeva (1986), the paper in general relies too much on the Internet ones. 

	Questions to be answered by student:

1. How are Bastille’s intertextual games with their listener a part of pop culture and current trends in music?
2. Why would intertextuality of Bastille’s lyrics interest general public?
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
