Unfortunately, the thesis is quite short – at the lower limit of the recommended range, and this necessarily shows in the depth (or rather, superficiality) of how the subject matter is treated in the thesis, especially in the first two chapters. The thesis is problematic also in the structure (most notably, chapter 3.2.1).  The same lack of balance can be seen in the analysis, when the author combines interesting observations with possible misreadings of the novel. All in all, I recommend the thesis for defense.
