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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
Ms Täuberova has selected an interesting topic, which she discusses well on several levels. Carter’s novel seems to be a feminist novel at first sight, but Täuberova shows that this is only on the surface so, but not if you dig deeper into the novel’s structure. 
Starting with a discussion of the terms feminism and postfeminism, Täuberova turns to an analysis of the novel’s narrative conventions and demonstrates how these conventions, mostly by way of satire and irony, undermine and deconstruct traditional feminist convictions and beliefs. 
Especially the fact that Carter is not only constructing the new woman in her novel but also the new man, and that she is opting for a satisfactory partnership between male and female, seems to be pointing towards her postfeminist intentions. When Fevers and Walser come together at the end, this is not an expression of the novel’s underlying romantic motifs but a highly artificial narrative construction with the help of which Carter goes far beyond ordinary feminist concerns. The same postfeminist stance also seems to be the underlying motif in her critique of various radical feminist ideas, for example, both the Marxist and Lesbian variety. 

Ms Täuberova’s BA thesis is well-structured and written in fluent, generally correct idiomatic English. Occasional linguistic errors do not spoil the good impression which one gets from reading it. Her analytic and interpretative skills are on a high level, and quite a number of secondary sources are incorporated into her discussion which yields original insights into the narrative structure of this novel and Carter’s handling of important themes.
