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	Odůvodnění hodnocení práce:

The aim seems to me to be vague, and thus hard to grasp. I feel the student struggled throughout the thesis writing mainly because what she wanted to achieve had never been precisely verbalized. The issues she decided to study (omission of words, language in headlines, metaphors, contents of the newspaper articles, social actors, etc.) suffer from incompatibility. There is no analytical framework that could be used for such a variety of issues. The methodological procedure whereby the author decided “to analyse only the parts that stand out the most from the articles” (p. 26) underlines her struggle to identify features that could be processed in a meaningful way. 
The description of the Royal Family and the daily press categories is good, even if not novel. Many facts about Royals do not contribute to understanding the depiction of the new Royal baby birth in the British press. Many features of the British tabloids and serious papers have been well researched prior to this thesis. The title of Ch. 2.2 could not be broader (“Language”) and it impossible to have sensible expectations about the contents. 
The conclusion says the thesis is about the relationship of the Royal family and the British press, which is not true – not from the point of view of the introduction nor from the analyses that make up the practical part. Some of the analytical chapters are interesting and well done. I wish the author focused on what she could do well and not try to do a bit of everything.

As a supervisor I wish the student consulted her work regularly in the preparatory and early writing stage. On the other hand, I appreciate the hard work she put in the rewrite of her first draft. The two versions have hardly anything in common.
