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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):

This is an independent and creative analysis of two film adaptations of The Great Gatsby. The candidate shows that she has not only understood Fitzgerald's text well and can apply the tools of the literary scholar, but is also able to use the instruments of film analysis to her best advantage. In this way, she is able to talk about Clayton's (historicizing) and Luhrman's (modernizing) adaptations in an adequate way, not only thematizing the characters and plot sequences but also talking about the effects of music, sound, lighting, camera movement, costumes, setting, and film editing - which is something that students of literature tend to underrate or even overlook when they turn to film analysis. 

It is a good idea to turn to the film directors - the authors of the film adaptations - directly, instead of having a longish introduction to Scott Fitzgerald and his novel. The rest of her thesis is shuttling between the two adaptations, never forgetting to refer to the novel as a point of comparison, always intent on bringing out the differences but also the parallels.

Her English is idiomatically correct and fluent, the structure and formatting convincing, and the result of her thesis give you an excellent impression of what the film adaptations are like.

1) What are the major differences between the Gatsby films and the novel?
2) What are the major differences between text analysis and film analysis?
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
