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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):

Strengths
1. The paper deals with a very important issue in a globalized society – bilingualism. As the thesis mentions, the idea was not always met with the same enthusiasm as it is now. Recent studies, many of which are cited in the paper deal with benefits of raising children as bilingual. 
2. The paper has a solid overview of the most influential studies about the bilingualism, which includes such names as Viorica Marian, Ellen Bialystok and others. 
3. The interviews were based on the existing methodology, namely LEAP-Q and TEIQue questionnaires with slight changes dependent on the objectives. 

Weaknesses

1. Some parts of the thesis required better proofreading. E.g.: “The results of this research showed a higher amount of areas with increased activation in the bilingual brain compared to the brain of monolingual” (p. 27). 
2. I feel that the author mixes two notions, bilingualism and multilingualism, which affected the results of the interviews. It seems that some of his subjects are actually multilingual, rather than bilingual. This concerns mainly Stella and Marzia.
3. Though the theoretical part is quite solid, qualitative analysis is not as straightforward with regard the conclusions about social flexibility and requires more proof. 
4. Additionally, the student should avoid overgeneralizations and personal judgements. E.g.: “The interview yielded some exciting results” (p. 42). The Introduction should also avoid the overuse of personal pronoun “I”. 

	Questions to be answered by student:

1. Why do you refer Stella and Marzia to bilinguals? 
2. Should parents pursue their children’s bilingualism? Why? 
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
