	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):

It is certainly meritorious to write about female authors of the Beat generation because there has been a tendency to ignore their existence and write them out of literary history. The thesis of the candidate wants to make up for this, and this alone deserves our applause. Her thesis, however, also has certain shortcomings. 
My main point of critique is that the thesis does not really cover her topic. It is supposed to be about 'the depiction of women' by female writers of the beat generation. Instead, it is basically about Joyce Johnson. More examples than just one or two novels would have helped to create a better impression of the image of women in the writing of female Beatniks of the fifties and sixties.
 Structurally speaking, the thesis is totally unbalanced. The theoretical and historical part is too long, the literary analysis too short. In the second half, Diane de Prima is sadly neglected (just 3 or four pages), while the emphasis is on Joyce Johnson. On top of that, the chapter on de Prima appears as a sub-chapter of the part "Comparison", which is not logical at all. 
As far as her English is concerned, it is generally fluent and fairly free of mistakes, with the exception of the first (theoretical/historical) part in which there are some serious syntactical errors. 
The formatting, too, shows some weaknesses (quotation marks in indented longer quotes). 
All in all, though, it is acceptable as a thesis that was obviously written under the pressure of time and was therefore cut short towards the end.

1) Why didn't write more extensively about Diane de Prima?
2) Do you know other female Beatnik writers? Why did you choose only two witnesses for your topic?
