Overall thesis assessment and questions for the defence:
(Both the Master’s thesis supervisor and reviewer present their questions.)

Overall thesis did not meet at all objectives from the assignment what can be read already in the Abstract and further in the text. For the reader it is impossible to understand what the thesis is about. The work shows significant gaps in knowledge - of marketing, marketing strategies, research  - these  are probably the most poorly developed areas, completely lacking not only the necessary knowledge but also logic.

Some examples:

"Research is a very important element risk management" (p. 55 - chapter on Research methodology)  

The author "promise" to use qualitative research, but after it is quantitative one. Statements from the questionaire are named as hypothesis (singular). Why exactly those statements from the long original questionnaire were used for the analysis is not known - they are far form the thesis´objectives.. By the way, what does the author mean with "Own collection" below the Table 2?.What is H, H b, c….etc.??? Hypotheses????
Why multiple linear regression was applied??? It has nothing to do with the objectives. The text of the analysis seems like beeing part of the task from the course of Statistics. Chapter 10. Results and discussion shows that the author has very limited knowledge of statistics and reporting the results.

Whole Chapter 11 which should be devoted to the project (not clear, why - this was not written in the assignment) looks very strange and - it si not a project at all. Chapter 12 is probably taken from some material which was devoted to something very different as the thesis needs and is more than questionnable.

Literature review - first it is not related to the objectives of the thesis, second, there are many very long parts with no or only one reference. 

Question for defence: What could be the answer  based on your empirical part  - research - to this research question: RQ1: How can a more holistic view of economic forecasts be developed that takes into account a wide range of risk factors?
