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	Odůvodnění hodnocení práce:

- The thesis explores academically underrepresented genre of science-fiction and a contemporary author, which results in a thesis with potential benefit for literary studies.
- Introduction is missing a thesis statement, yet the aims are defined, if rather vaguely and non-specifically – “the aim is to compare two novels and point out in what ways they are similar and how they differ.”
- A more insightful contextualization of the chosen novels in the subgenre of military science fiction would be welcome, comparing or paralleling them with the existing milestone works in the genre would be appreciated.

- Analytical part is well written, especially the analysis of psychonarration and the analysis in Chapter 3.

- Yet, the writing style does not always comply with the standards of academic discourse (“pure dialogue”, “serves as prequel” (p, 32), where probably “foreshadowing” is meant etc.).

All in all, however, this is a well-researched thesis, especially when focusing on the more contemporary sources on narratology and offers a solid analysis, even though the thesis would much benefit from more specific objectives and a thesis statement.
