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MSc.. Robert Gajewski started to study his Ph.D. programme in September 2003 as a distance student at the Faculty of Technology at Tomas Bata University in Zlín. 
He had fulfilled all the duties connected with the Ph.D. study programme and in September 9, 2009 he passed the state exam entitled “The basic Problems of Footwear for pregnant woman”. This topic was chosen for him according the actual problem discussing in Poland. The experimental part of dissertation was offered and consulted in Zlin, but practical measurement was fully take in Krakow. Solutions bring new look on feet and footwear of pregnant woman. 

Mr. Gajewski started presentation continuously all interesting results. First presentation was presented on International Conference “Crosslinx ’07” Chennai, (organised by American Leather Chemists Association). Other interesting presentation came on 4th International Conference on Biomechanics of the Lower Limb in Health, Disease and Rehabilitation in Salford, where it was positively accepted. 

The problem of looking for new rules for special footwear for pregnant woman isn’t effortless. The main problem is strong influence of fashion, because it isn’t generally know which construction part of footwear is generally not acceptable. Mr. Gajewski worked systematically, all results was regularly consulted and were set up with possible solution. 

The aims of the dissertation were accomplished. 
Consequently, I conclude that MSc. Robert Gajewski able to carry out high-level research and work independently in any research area concerning healthy problems connected with footwear.
