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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
This thesis is a well written one. The chosen topic is interesting - especially for a future manager. The structure is organized logically and the text reads smoothly. The language used is at upper-intermediate level, grammar errors are few, e.g. uncountable noun “data” (page 28), verb tenses are several times used inconsistently, some prepositions should be replaced. The style is mostly written (formal), but also spoken (e.g. “hasn´t”).  
The list of references at the end is long and impressive, with a wide range of books, articles and websites, all of them are quoted according to the standard. 
Methodology was developed by the author after thorough research of literature; care has been taken in the questionnaire design, during its administration and discussion of the results. However, I have some doubts whether the size of the sample (30 respondents) was sufficient for the conclusions drawn from it to be valid. I would see them more as pointing to a direction, but not being totally comprehensive. Although I expected more specific recommendations in the Discussions chapter, I think the goal of the thesis has been reached: the presented results seem to be useful for superiors who want to encourage their subordinates to study part-time. 
Altogether I evaluate the presented work as a very successful research attempt.

I recommend the thesis for bachelor defence.
