Some readers may have a problem with the fact that the author takes the Bible literally as an historical primary source document. The English for the most part is quite good, but the author seems to have an issue with punctuation (21, 22, 23, 24, 26, 35). The thesis could have benefited from one more proofread (24, 25, 35). These issues, however, are minor distractions that do not greatly diminish the overall quality of the work, which is quite high.

I did not identify any plagiarism in this work.

	Otázky k obhajobě:

Is there a relationship between the City Upon a Hill and the white man’s burden? If so, could the City have racist overtones?

Why have Democrats, starting in the 80s, shied away from the City, preferring Cities (26), Communities (27) and Covenants (29)? What is it about the Democratic Party platform that would cause them to reject the City imagery? Was Lyndon B. Johnson’s Great Society another City? What about Kennedy’s New Frontier?

In the thesis, you jump from 1845 to 1946. Was the City forgotten during this time, and if so, why or how was it rediscovered in 1960?  
If, as you state, American presidents since the 1960s have been chosen based largely on their public speaking abilities (37), then how do you explain the Bush presidency?
