What is included in this thesis is good. It is what is not included that detracts from the overall quality of the work. The thesis documents the Bush administration’s justifications for attacking Iraq in 2003, but it fails to mention key justifications such as Mohamed Atta’s reported meeting with Iraqi agents in Prague in April 2001, or the testimony of the key CIA informant known as “Curveball”, both of which were later refuted but which were influential justifications in the months leading up to the war.  Hans Blix’s testimony also provided an important justification for war but is only briefly referenced in this work. That said, I understand the argument that the Bush administration used politics of fear to achieve its aims, but the author seems to have underestimated the justifiable fear that Americans felt, and to some extent still feel, after the towers came down. Yes, the Bush administration played on those fears, but in each case mentioned above, it did not create the evidence that led to fear. Instead, the Bush administration reacted to real and supposedly credible evidence. And it wasn’t just the Bush administration. Many world leaders believed, based on the evidence presented to them, that Hussein was harboring and supporting terrorists and in possession of WMDs.
