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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
Only one source was used to document the lives of Czech (?) women from medieval times until the end of World War I (pages 10-14), and only one source was used to document the lives of American women from colonial times until the Civil War (pages 19-22).

Relies way too heavily on just 4 authors: Lenderová, Křížková, Kessler-Harris and Hůrka.

The Introduction is too short and contains at least 9 English errors but no thesis statement.

The author overgeneralizes: “Life in the American colonies was difficult and everyone had to lend a hand.” (page 18) “Everyone agreed that there is a need of female workers.” (page 24)

The author stereotypes.

The topic is way too broad. 

Stating the obvious: “The American Revolutionary War . . . called the War of Independence . . . was conducted to ensure that the colonies became independent country.” (page 19)

What is your source for section 1.2.2?

Factual errors: “Women slaves were brought to America not for labor, but because they kept company with men slaves.” (page 20)

The historical background of American women in the workplace ends in the 1950s. (page 24)

Nothing on the women’s suffrage movement or feminism.

American women, in the author’s depiction, seem to be only black or white. 

The conclusion is largely worthless.

	Questions to be answered by student:

What, or who, is an American woman, or even a Czech woman?

How do race, ethnicity, and region influence employment opportunities?

On page 20, you state that in the revolutionary era, “women could freely express themselves.” Defend this statement.

How did second wave feminism influence the American workplace?
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
