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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):

The author argues that Snow White adaptations are based not only on the original text but on preceding adaptations or other unrelated works.
The title is wrong, as no TV series are discussed.

The level of English noticeably drops after the introduction. Articles and word order become problems. 

Overuse of the first person.

On page 13, listing a bunch of random film adaptations does not forward your argument.

Block quotes should be 4 or more lines long, not 2 lines as on pages 15, 17 and 20.

A single sentence is not a paragraph.

Lau et al., incorrectly footnoted on page 23, is not in the bibliography.

Page 31 incorrectly refers to Kirsten Steward instead of Kristen Stewart.

The author notes a plethora of allusions to other films, but often does not give the reason for the allusion. What were the directors trying to say through their allusions? For example, on page 31, the author mentions that the mirror in the Huntsman looks like the liquid from Terminator 2. What is the point? What was the director trying to say, if anything at all?


	Questions to be answered by student:

In Act I, Scene 1 of Shakespeare’s Much Ado About Nothing, a woman is described as “too brown for a fair praise.” Likewise, Snow White is “the fairest of them all.” When and how did dark skin receive a negative connotation?
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
