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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):

The author of this thesis deals with a very interesting topic of the effect of music on human behaviour. The work was divided into three sections - the first discusses the general effects of different types of music on a human being in different environments. The second part focuses on Heavy Metal music and its effects on a human being which tends to be mostly negative. The third part is a practical analysis of the respondents' opinions.

The first two parts are balanced and give a comprehensive overview of the issues. The third part, in my opinion, has marginal explanatory value. The author interviewed only 30 respondents and asked only 10 questions, so the professional contribution of the paper is not at an expected level.

From the linguistics point, the work is very good, but the division is slightly confusing.

Formally work meets the requirements.

I recommend that this work be accepted for its rigorous defence.

2) Why is Heavy Metal stereotypically associated with rebelious behaviour? To what extent does
