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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
The thesis statement is not clear. What are you arguing? That most current residents of Zlín are ignorant of the city’s Jewish heritage is a fact (largely unsupported by the way) not an argument. Or, are you arguing that pre-war Zlín in relation to the local Jewish community was different than other Czech towns?  If so, then the title does not fit the thesis.  Indeed, it appears that this became more of project about the development and history of the Jewish community in Zlín than about the Holocaust in Zlín, as there are only 5 pages (29-33) on the Holocaust as opposed to 17 pages on the pre-war Jewish community.  

The conclusion states more than was proven in the body of the work. For instance, in the conclusion you talk of gentiles profiting from confiscated Jewish property, but you give little to no factual support for this apparent assumption.

More research and analysis was needed on complicity and historical memory. Both are dealt with almost as afterthoughts.
The thesis was found to be 5% positive by the plagiarism detection system. The system, however, does not take quotes into account. I have checked the suspect passages and found them to be properly quoted and cited. 

	Questions to be answered by student:

So the Holocaust in Zlín has been forgotten, by accident or on purpose? What would you recommend, if anything?
Concerning their (lack of) involvement in the Holocaust, in the court of local public opinion, the non-Jewish residents of Zlín were mostly innocent. Do you agree or disagree with this acquittal, and why?
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
