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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
Demonstrates a weakness in the use of articles (a, an, the).
Errors throughout the thesis suggest a lack of proofreading.

The author does an adequate job of identifying the many (at least 15) possible motives for war in 1898, but he does not analyse their validity or weigh their importance, leading the reader to surmise that all of the motives are valid and of equal importance. Cleary some motives were more important than others, yet the author offers no guidance in this regard. The absence of a motivational hierarchy reduces the value of this thesis.
The thesis ends abruptly with a weak conclusion.
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
