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Sizeable focus on Lowell but only a passing mention of the Pullman Company Town outside of Chicago, even though Pullman is the generally recognized standard for company towns.

The author clearly fell in love with facts, including them even if they did not forward the argument, e.g., the emphasis on mutual aid societies is questionable.
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
