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The submitted Master Thesis deals with the rubber to metal bonding strength as a crucial parameter for many construction elements such as stabilizer systems in automotive. This topic was observed from the interrupted vulcanization of different rubber samples point of view. Although some limited strength appeared even when optimally vulcanized samples were bonded to the metal plates, for sufficient bonding it was necessary to use the third component, i.e. bonding agent, which shows that the topic is quite complicated. However, it was also proved that the degree of vulcanization interruption plays important role for rubber to metal bonding quality as well.
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
