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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
The topic was too broad. The author should have focused only on posters, which would have allowed for deeper analysis.

Chapter 3 on New Media is too short to be of value and should have been greatly expanded upon. Furthermore, the author failed to consider the role of movie newsreels, which were an important source of information for the American public.
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	Questions to be answered by student:

You state on page 30 that the United States racially stereotyped its enemies. How did it manage this without damaging its homefront efforts? For instance, how did Americans of German descent, e.g., in Kentucky, Ohio, Wisconsin, or Pennsylvania, respond to racist depictions of Germans? Were propaganda posters geographically targeted or were the same posters used nationwide? For instance, the “United We Win” poster from 1942 depicts a black man and a white man working together on an airplane. Such an image of racial harmony, with the message that race should be ignored for the good of the war effort, might have proved disruptive in many parts of the United States, and especially in the South. 

On page 9 you state that the purpose of U.S. propaganda was to increase nationalism. On page 17 you state that U.S. war propaganda supported individualism over collectivism. However, is not nationalism a construct rooted in collectivism? Explain this apparent discrepancy.
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
