A report on Davit Bleyan, the author of thesis

“Binder Systems for Powder Injection Moulding”

Doctoral Thesis submitted by Davit Bleyan is focused on development of binder systems for Powder Injection Molding and investigation of the particular role of binder components during the PIM process.
Mr Davit Bleyan started to investigate the possibilities of substitution of synthetic binders with natural waxes under my guidance in 2009. He joined the group of PhD students working on implementation of PIM technology in the Czech industry. His task - to develop new binders systems and studying their interactions and role in the process - is thus a part of a broad research program carried out at the Centre of Polymer Systems of TBU. 
Davit Bleyan was an active student as documented by his papers published in the respectable journals of the particular field.  During his PhD study at Tomas Bata University in Zlin he applied for Visegrad fund to support his research and repeatedly he succeeded to obtain it. 
His thesis presents thorough systematic experimental methods, producing data on the subject, which are discussed with comprehensive references to the previous research in the field. By this thesis Mr Davit Bleyan demonstrates his ability to conduct careful and well-oriented scientific research at a satisfactory level. 
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
