Abstract contains numerous English errors.
Keywords do not include the playwrights.

Poorly written Introduction with numerous English errors.

English errors throughout. Subject-verb agreement seems to be a big issue:

“he can teaches his nation” (10)

“the English word a key have many meaning” (13)

“the translator should pays attention”

“the joke . . . is remain” (30)
“they did not used” (36)

Problems with articles (a, an, the) throughout.

The actual analysis is too short.

The suggested translation (1C) makes no sense.

The explanation of (5B), the last paragraph on page 27, makes no sense.

(6C) is wrong. Try boss, but the original translation is also better.

Chapter 7 is poor.

Chapters 8-11 are too short.

There are two examples (3A) and (3B), on page 25 and again on page 31. As a result, the subsequent example numbers after page 31 are off.

A bit short at 53,900 characters with spaces, and this includes corpus examples. The minimum length is 55,000.
