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	Odůvodnění hodnocení práce:

Strengths:
· The language of the paper is easy to read, rather cohesive, and though it contains some mistakes, they do not influence the understanding. 
· The paper has a good overview of the Jazz Age.

Weaknesses:

· Since the introduction does not offer any information as to what the student sees as the aim and objectives of the paper, it is hard for the reader to know what to expect in terms of the analysis and the outcome. For instance, as the paper promises to deal with the “portrayal of American society”, an expectation is to see the parallels between the 1920 American lifestyle known from the historical chronicles and the novel. Though Chapters 1-3 offer a historical overview of the period, 4.3 to 4.7 generally fail to go beyond what is typically included in the interpretations of the novel. 
· The references are out of balance in the paper, and since so much is available both on the 1920s in the USA and The Great Gatsby, perhaps, a longer list of references is expected. 
· Some of the interesting arguments offered in the paper, were left without solid argumentation, examples and / or descriptions. For example, the student, quoting Jacqueline Lance, in 4.3 states that Fitzgerald saw automobiles as a “large social ill”, which requires some further explanation, in my opinion. Yet, the text proceeds with the information on “color symbolism” in the novel. 
· Some of the statements offered as part of the interpretation, somewhat oversimplify the general interpretation and lack the depth of understanding of the pretext of the novel and even historical background: e.g., “Their [Daisy and Gatsby’s] love was once built and they continue loving each other after many years. Going back to this relationship proves her unfaithfulness to Tom”. 
· The conclusion sounds a bit “childish” in the interpretation: e.g., “Everyone wants to live happily and well and those who put an effort to tackle their dreams are not able to catch them eventually. The same happens in reality”, or “The author however, is not concentrated with all the issues of the 1920s” [sic].
