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The presented bachelor thesis is clearly divided into theoretical and analytical part. Within the analyzes, the student focused on macroeconomic factors that influence managerial decision-making. The graduate focused mainly on economies that have a high share of manufacturing. From this point of view, the Czech Republic, Germany and Japan are significantly more sensitive to changes in demand in cyclical sectors. Based on the performed analyzes, the graduate formulated a number of recommendations that are applicable to managerial decision-making for each individual examined economy.
