	Thesis statement formulation 
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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
What is generally overlooked with regard to British Romantic poetry is the fact that the poets did not turn a cold shoulder to the historical developments characteristic of their time, the time of the Industrial Revolution, but commented on it explicitly and implicitly in their poems. 
This is what the candidate was supposed to write about, and what she did write about, but only to a certain extent. After a short introduction which basically introduces the Industrial Revolution but not so much the problem of how one can analyse something which is not directly talked about but which is there - like an elephant in the room - the candidate turns to the analysis of a number of poems which thematize the social problems of their time. Blake's "Chimney Sweepers" is analyzed in a satisfactory way because here it is immediately clear that Blake is concerned with the consequences of the Industrial Revolution. When she turns to other poems, Keats' "Nightingale", for example, it is not so clear what this poem seems to have to do with reality, and the candidate seems to be at a loss to point it out to her readers. 
The thesis is written in an acceptable form of English that, however, even in the final draft sometimes sounds a bit clumsy and shows occasional errors. The structure is simple but acceptable. So is the formatting.

1) How can you relate Keats' "Nightingale" to the Industrial Revolution?
2) Do you know any other Romantic poems that could be used to illustrate your subject?
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
