A chief weakness of the background section is that it ignores the 17th century and in doing so ignores the origins of racism in America.  As a result, the entire argument is incomplete, for it is impossible to really understand Northern racism without understanding its origins.
The thesis seems poorly organized at times, jumping around chronologically.  Section  3.5 is especially poor in this regard, as the author sets out to document the Jim Crow Era (1877-1965) but spends almost the entire section dealing with the period before 1877.  In fact, 1877-1900 is almost completely ignored in this thesis, a glaring omission in a work dealing with the 19th century.
