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The aim of present master thesis was the measurement of moisturizing effects of cosmetic products on a group of volunteers. The different products such as hand creams, eye cream, day cream, day and oil free moisturizers, face creams, treatment creams were tested.
The master thesis contains 77 pages and is supplemented by 29 figures, 5 tables and 24 appendices. Authoress cites 31 literature sources, both foreign and national. 
The master thesis is structured into following chapters: 

·    Introduction - corresponds to the aim of thesis,
· Theoretical part – is opened with the chapter of human skin, its structure and its barrier function. Then the problem of moisturization is described including the most commonly used humectants and emollients.  
· Aims of the work – corresponds to the topic of thesis
· Practical part describes in the comprehensive way the method including chemicals, equipment, description of using cosmetic products and arrangement of experiment. The results were processed in the chapter Evaluation and discussion by the figures and their interpretation. This part is clear and well understandable. Nevertheless, I think that the study group of volunteers could be numerous, characterized more (sex, body mass index…) and less difference in age because of different characteristics of the skin depending on age. 
· Conclusions precisely describe obtained results.
The diploma thesis is formally divided into above mentioned parts according to rules for completing diploma thesis. The authoress made several minor mistakes (p. 31, 39, 44) probably caused by overwriting. In a few cases cited of literature was not used correctly standard for bibliographic citations (1, 6, 7, 8, 9, 13, 14, 19, 20, 21, 22, 23, 25, 26, 27). 
Questions:

1. Why the measurement between period of time from 4 to 20 hours were not made? 
2. Why a comparison of cosmetic products according to using humectants and emollients were not given?
I recommend the thesis for the defence and evaluate it as excellent.
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
