Many English errors, including incorrect prepositions, incorrect or missing articles, sentence fragments, incorrect tenses, etc. Proofreading was also required. On page 27, the author does not note that Wilson’s veto of the Volstead Act was overridden by Congress, thereby leading the reader to believe that only “spirits with more than 40% alcohol” were banned. The organization of the thesis is confusing, and the section on the “return to normalcy” seems out of place. The section on WWI is largely unnecessary. Likewise, the history of the Mafia does not forward the argument. Sections 3.6 and 4.1 should probably have been combined. Section 5.6 does not forward the argument, nor do Sections 5.7.1, 2, and 3. Section 7 is misguided and poorly written, and the conclusion is weak. In all, the thesis seems to decrease in quality as it progresses.
