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The doctoral thesis presented by Onur Koprulu deals with decision – making process and risk analysis of  agricultural market in Turkey, especially Kalecik Region Wine Producers. 
The objective of the doctoral thesis was to analyze the impacts of social and economic factors on wine producer´s decision – making process. 
The author paid necessary attention to the evaluation of literature focused on former studies concerning Kalecik Distric and decision – making and risk analysis, especially in agriculture. 
Next, research methodology and theoretical background of the research is described. In this chapter author explain multinominal logic regression model which was used for finding the relationship between social and cultural producers on their decision – making process and risky behaviour for 213 wine producers in Kalecik Region in Turkey. 
6th parts identify conceptual framework and general overview to wine sector in the world, in USA, Australia, Chile and Turkey. Unfortunately, this part is more about level of wine production and grape production than about factors which could influence risk management in different countries.
In seven chapter, the author has focused on the evaluation of factors affecting decision – making process, results and discussion. This study observed that age, cooperation, distance to city center and immigration are statistically significant to affect decision – making process of farmers. Statistically insignificant independent variables are land size, land ownership, education level, marketing and accessibility to agricultural inputs.
Contribution of this research is for agricultural policy makers such as Ministry of Agriculture and non- government organization for taking into account of social and economic backgrounds of farmers against agricultural innovations.
Overall, I evaluate the doctoral thesis of Onur Koprulu as the contribution to understanding more social and economic background of farmers.
The author has continuously published his partial findings in ten statements at the present day.

I recommend the submitted thesis for a defence.
