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There are English errors on almost every page, but the English dramatically decreases in quality after page 25 when Czenglish seems to take over, e.g. “everything what they have” (28).
Citations are missing on pages 1 and 26.

It is Nuremberg Laws, not Norymber Laws (29).
The thesis relies too heavily on quotes. 

The conclusion is weak.
No intentional plagiarism was uncovered in this work.
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How exactly did the 1960s Czech and Slovak filmmakers fail?
Defend your assertion that the period of Normalization was “probably the most painful” (11) in Czech and Slovak history.
