The author argues that the U.S. Civil Rights Movement led to changes in skin whitening ads in black media. 

The introduction provides a hypothesis but no thesis statement, leaving the reader guessing as to what is being argued. Nor does the theory section contain a summary or conclusion. In short, the author has failed to guide the reader through the various stages of her argument.

Proofreading errors are found on pages 14, 15, 16, 17, 28, 34 and 36.
English errors are found on pages 21, 22, 23, 27, 33 and 35.

The second half of page 20 is blank for no apparent reason.

It would have been helpful to refer to the appendix within the text so that the reader can visualize what is being described.

The title does not accurately reflect the argument.
